With the SECURE Act that took effect in 2020, rules about leaving an IRA to your children changed
significantly. An inherited IRA must now be withdrawn completely within 10 years of your death versus
stretching those withdrawals over decades. If you have plans to leave inheritance to family, your financial
advisor can help you create tax-advantaged strategies that could benefit you now and beneficiaries later.
